  All personnel must have a comprehensive knowledge of emergency procedures which prescribe courses of action to be followed in the event of equipment failures of human error as stated in the Pre-Mishap Plan.  Strict adherence to approved and verified operating, emergency and maintenance procedures IS MANDATORY.  As a minimum, you are responsible  for knowing, understanding and observing all safety precautions applicable to the command, school, course, your work and your work areas.  In addition, you are responsible for observing the following general safety precautions;


a.
Each individual shall report for work rested and emotionally prepared for the tasks at hand.


b.
You shall use normal prudence in all your functions, commensurate with the work at hand.


c.
You shall report any unsafe conditions, or equipment, or material which you consider unsafe, and unusual developing 



hazards.


d.
You shall warn others whom you believe to be endangered by known hazards of by failure to observe safety precautions, and 



of any unusual developing hazards.


e.
You shall report to the school staff any incident, injury, or evidence of impaired health occurring in the course of your work.


f.
You shall wear or use the protective clothing and/or equipment of the type required, approved, and supplied for the safe 


performance of your work.
