An E-2 was found guilty of VUCMJ, Article 128, Assault, to wit:  Unlawfully striking another recruit in the eye with a closed fist; and Article 134, Communicating a Threat.  Punishment awarded:  Forfeiture of one-half month’s pay for 1 month.

An E-1 was found guilty of VUCMJ, Article 92, Violation of a Lawful Written Order, to wit:  Indoctrination of rules and regulations RTCINST 1540.1C wrongfully possessing a cellular phone during working hours. Punishment awarded:  Forfeiture of 7 days pay and 14 days restriction and extra duty.
