14.  CARJACKING SCHEME.  Recently a new carjacking scheme has been reported mostly in the Mid-west area. This scheme is generally perpetrated in a shopping mall parking lot or public parking lot.

This is done as you return to your car.  You enter the car, buckle-up, lock the doors and begin to back your car out of the parking spot. As you do, you look over your right shoulder out the back and rear side window, as you do, you notice a sizeable (8 1/2 x 11") piece of paper stuck to the window, so you quickly place the car in park, jump out and go to remove the stuck piece of paper. As you do, the carjacker appears, jumps in the car and drives off in your car, with its belongings.  Since most of us keep our house and office keys on one key ring, you have lost a lot more than just your car.  Just something to be aware of - be alert - be safe!

15.  CHECK 21 RULE.  As of 28 October it will no longer be possible to float a check.  A new law goes into effect on 28 Oct and all checks will be cleared electronically within minutes... even at night, even on weekends.  If payday is Monday and you write a check at the store on Saturday assuming it won't clear before your paycheck is in you will be wrong-that check will bounce.  And you will be charged overdraft fees.  Be aware of what you are doing and the affect it could have on your credit rating or career.  Make sure funds are available before you write a check.

3. Discussion. References (a), (b), and (c) encourage the
development and implementation of programs, special events and
ceremonies to observe nationally proclaimed activities that
support the goals and objectives of the Department of the Navy
(DON) Equal Employment Opportunity (EEO) Program. Program
observances include events focusing on African American
Heritage, Women’'s History, Asian-Pacific Islander Heritage,
Hispanic Heritage, Disability Employment Awareness, American
Indian and Alaskan Native Heritage. 1In order to assist Great
Lakes commands located within the Navy Region Midwest a Special
Emphasis Program Advisory Council (SEPAC) has been established.
